Did You Know?

“Glück Auf” is the traditional German miners’ greeting. The greeting emerged in 
the Sachsen Erzgebirge the end of the 16th century, when the miners still entered 
and left the mines on foot using ladders. That meant, after a typical 10-hour shift, 
the miner often had a challenging and dangerous two hours of climbing ahead of 
him, something that they believed needed a degree of luck to negotiate safely. If he 
slipped, he fell down the shaft. The result was that in the 16th to 18th centuries fatal 
accidents were very common, and not just when entering or leaving the mine. It was 
often the case that friends on the next shift, who had been greeted on the way out, 
were left in the mine. Today it is still a common form of greeting in the Erzgebirge.
