DID YOU KNOW?

The Erzgebirge is considered to be the “cradle of the German hosiery industry”, whose history
goes back to the beginning of the 19* century. Even then, German hosiery was exported all
over the world as a special product and enjoyed great popularity. In fact, the founders of our
Club were mostly involved in the hosiery industry in Germany as well as in Pennsylvania.

With the end of World War II, the supply region forcibly shifted towards the USSR, to which
the majority of the stockings produced had to be delivered as reparations. At that time, despite
the domestic production, stockings were even in short supply and were barely enough for their
own German population.

In the 1950s, German sock production once again experienced a rapid upswing, this time

due to the introduction of the so-called circular knitting technology. This new technology
represented a technological quantum leap and made it possible from then on to produce

many times the output of its predecessors. However, with the fall of the Iron Curtain and the
disappearance of the Soviet Union as the main customer, the flourishing economic construct of
the German sock industry collapsed and is a much smaller industry in eastern Germany today.
